The Charleston Single house, named for the plan of the house consists of a one room-wide house that is traditionally two rooms deep with a stair hall built at the main entrance to eh the home from an outdoor porch or piazza as they are called.  This type of building is found exclusively in Peninsular Charleston, SC.  Built during the 17 and 1800s, at its peak, there were approximately 4,000 houses of this type.  Now there are approximately 2,700 remaining in Charleston.  There are numerous myths and legends about the Charleston Single house type.  One myth being that the fewer windows that faced front, the less you were taxed.  However, the accuracy is questionable.
